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Expanding Access to Services

HOME-BASED CARE FOR OLDER 
ADULTS

Signature Health expanded our behavioral health 
services to provide comprehensive care to the 
growing population of older adults who are living 
in skilled nursing facilities, assisted living facilities 
and private residences through our Care at Home 
program.

As they age, many adults are at an increased risk for 
developing serious mental health conditions. Our 
Care at Home program focuses on patient-centered 
care, providing psychiatric services that can be 
coupled with counseling and case management to 
treat patients with anxiety, depression, loneliness, 
grief/loss, adjusting to life changes, mood disorders 
and cognitive disorders.

ADAPTING TO GROWING PROBLEM 
GAMBLING SERVICES NEEDS

Signature Health continues to recognize the 
growing need for problem gambling services in the 
communities we serve. As sports gambling became 
legal in the state, We partnered with the Problem 
Gambling Network of Ohio to better serve patients 
struggling with gambling disorders. 

We now have over 20 clinicians across six sites who 
have completed training to specialize in gambling 
disorders. We’ve also begun screening patients 
for gambling disorders during the diagnostic 
assessment process and in IOP groups to get them 
the help they need.

PREPARING TO LAUNCH DENTAL 
SERVICES

In September, we welcomed new Dental Director, 
Dr. Laura Lawrence, to Signature Health as we 
anticipated the launch of dental services at our 
Painesville location. 

The team worked diligently to build our new dental 
program and equip Signature Health for its first 
dental patients by hiring dental staff, preparing the 
dental suite, establishing policies and procedures, 
developing strategic goals and preparing Epic’s 
electronic dental record, Wisdom.

We’re excited to announce that the dental clinic 
opened in February 2024 and has been providing 
preventative and minimally invasive care to 
established Signature Health patients. 

BRINGING PRIMARY CARE TO 
LAKEWOOD

We expanded Primary Care services to our 
Lakewood location for adults 18+. Our providers 
are able to see patients for annual physicals, treat 
common illnesses, vaccinations, screenings, disease 
prevention, sexual health and more.

EXPANDING OUR MAT PROGRAM IN 
PAINESVILLE

We also expanded our Medication-Assisted Treatment 
(MAT) program to Painesville for patients struggling 
with substance (opiate and alcohol) use disorder. 

If a new substance use disorder (SUD) patient comes 
to Signature Health with an urgent need, we’re often 
able to start medication on the same day or the next 
day through our MAT Access Program. 

2023 brought new and expanded services to patients, many of 
whom have been historically underserved or encounter barriers in 
accessing health care.

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TEAM-BASED CARE INITIATIVES

In 2023, Signature Health began piloting a team-
based care delivery model. Team-based care is where 
patient care needs are addressed as coordinated 
efforts among multiple health care providers and 
across settings of care, and is a foundational rewiring 
of our clinical teams.

Implementation of this model means a continuous 
team of clinicians and non-clinicians work together 
to share responsibility for the health of the panel, 
increase clinical capacity and improve patient 
outcomes. It is also linked to reduced burn out and 
increased work satisfaction for providers and staff.

Signature Health’s team-based care goals include:

•	 Care teams that are anticipatory of patients 
needs rather than reactive

•	 Care that is continuous rather than disruptive, 
evidence-based, and patient-centered rather 
than program centered

•	 Increased connection between colleagues and 
an increased sense of ‘do-ability’

PATIENT-CENTERED MEDICAL HOME 
RECOGNITION FOR PRIMARY CARE

Along with implementing a team-based care model, 
we also received recognition as a Patient-Centered 
Medical Home (PCMH) from the National Committee 
for Quality Assurance (NCQA). 

The Patient-Centered Medical Home model puts 
patients at the forefront of care by emphasizing 
team-based care, communication and coordination, 
which has been shown to lead to better care 
outcomes. Research has shown that PCMHs improve 

quality and the patients experience and increase 
staff satisfaction — while reducing health care costs. 
We are proud to be an organization that has made a 
commitment continuous quality improvement and a 
patient-centered approach to care.

INTEGRATED ASSESSMENT PILOT

We also began piloting an Integrated Assessment 
process in Willoughby, which adds a comprehensive 
medical assessment to our diagnostic assessment 
(DA) process for new patients. 

The Integrated Assessment is a two-hour long 
appointment that includes a traditional diagnostic 
assessment with a DA counselor and a physical 
health assessment with a primary care provider. By 
assessing both mental and physical health, providers 
can create a more personal, comprehensive care plan 
for patients with the goal of providing better care 
outcomes, especially for those who live with severe 
mental illness or substance use disorders.

TARGET: BP - SILVER RECOGNITION

This year, Signature Health received a Silver Level 
Achievement Award for the Target: BP Initiative 
from the American Heart Association. This award 
recognizes Signature Health’s commitment 
to improving blood pressure control through 
measurement accuracy among our adult patient 
population.

Uncontrolled high blood pressure can lead to many 
health complications, including heart attack, heart 
failure, stroke, kidney disease, vision problems and 
more. 

NALOXONE DISTRIBUTION THROUGH 
PROJECT DAWN

Signature Health is now a Project DAWN site — a 
state-wide network of opioid overdose education 
and naloxone distribution programs coordinated 
by the Ohio Department of Health. With this new 
designation, we now have the ability to distribute free 
naloxone nasal spray kits to any patient, community 
member or employee who requests one. 

Boosting Clinical Outcomes

We are continuously working to improve the patient experience. 
Taking the necessary steps toward better clinical outcomes positively 
impacts our patients, colleagues and the agency.
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OPENING THE NEW SIGNATURE 
HEALTH WILLOUGHBY

On November 13, 2023, the new Signature Health 
Willoughby opened its doors for patient care! This 
brand new space was built from the ground up 
to uniquely meet the needs of our patients and 
prioritize healing. The previous Willoughby Main 
Office and Willoughby Annex have closed, with all 
Willoughby outpatient services located in the new 
space.

Over 300 employees and community partners 
came together during an Open House Ribbon 
Cutting Ceremony in early November to celebrate 
the opening of the building.

PREPARATIONS TO RE-OPEN ORCA 
HOUSE & EXPAND ASHTABULA
As we continue to expand with community need, 
Signature Health has been hard at work making 
necessary updates and improvements to two of our 
facilities:

•	 ORCA House is slated to re-open in Spring 
2024 in a fully renovated new space at 
Prospect Ave. and E 30th in downtown 
Cleveland. With deep roots in the Cleveland 
community as the oldest African American-
founded center for substance use disorder 
in the country, ORCA House will continue 
to support residents through their recovery 
with serious mental illness and substance use 
disorder.

•	 The sixth floor of the historic Hotel Ashtabula 
is getting renovated as we continue to build out 
more usable space for our staff and patients at 
this location 

THE C.H. EVERETT CLINIC 
WELCOMES ITS FIRST RESIDENTS

The C.H. Everett Clinic in Mentor is Lake County’s 
newest residential resource for adults diagnosed 
with serious mental illness. This 16-bed Adam 
and Amanda facility welcomes individuals who 
need transitional support and care in a homelike, 
structured environment before transitioning back 
into the community after an inpatient psychiatric 
hospital stay. 

The residential clinic is named after Chandler 
Everett, a former Signature Health board member 
who has provided decades of mentorship and 
support to founder and CEO Jonathan Lee, since 
the earliest days of the organization. 

FINE TUNING TELEHEALTH QUALITY
While we are seeing a trend of more patients 
preferring to receive care from their providers in 
person, telehealth continues to be an important 
avenue for access and convenience. In Q3 and Q4 
of 2023, we’ve done a lot of work to improve the 
audio-visual telehealth experience for our patients 
and team members that includes:

•	 Additional training so colleagues can help their 
patients troubleshoot tech challenges on the 
fly, including a team of ‘TExperts’ for patients 
needing more support with digital inclusion

•	 A new, educational video for patients showing 
the full experience using the Doxy.me platform 
for video visits

•	 Redefined visual visit standards to support 
high-quality clinical care and move away from 
audio-only appointments
